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< Main purpose of design>

Design a workplace and residence for a family of three moving to Kyoto.

The family consists of the following members.

Father; Artist of contemporary art
Mother: Company employee who works remotely
Child: Elementary school student

In order to coexist a workplace and a residence on a single site, you need to create the convenience of
having the workplace and the residence in close proximity, as well as a good sense of distance that allows
the family to switch between their work and private lives.

- The shape of the site, its relationship to the road, and its orientation are as shown in the attached site
plan.

- There should be no difference in elevation from the surrounding road or neighboring land.

* There are 2-3 story residences and stores in the surrounding area.

- The distance between the site boundary and the building shall be at least 100mm.

* The site is located in a traditional Kyoto townscape, so the exterior of the building shall be designed in
consideration of the surrounding landscape.

* The allowable floor area ratio is 200%, the allowable building-to-land ratio is 60%, and there is no need
to consider other laws and regulations related to building restrictions.
