(1) ANZEHRAREIE Registration Fee Reduction and Exemption Program
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Overview | Under this program, students who are experiencing financial difficulty can be fully or partially
exempted from registration fee payment if they pass the screening process.

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(2) RERBAEHIE Tuition reduction and exemption system
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Among students who pass the Doctoral Program General Entrance Examination
and enrollin KIT in Fall 2023, those who obtained a master’s degree, professional
degree, etc. in or after September 2022 and before September 2023 (including
prospective acquisition) will be fully exempt from paying tuition fees for the
standard (3-year) period of study.

(Even if the above does not apply to you, you may apply for tuition
exemption/postponement if you are experiencing financial need.)
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Under this program, after passing an application and document screening,
students with financial need may be fully or partially exempted from paying
tuition fees.
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The tuition fee exemption application deadline for the second semester (fall
semester) has already passed.
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Applications for semesters after the first semester (the spring semester) are
accepted during the designated period prior to the start of each semester.
Application periods are posted on the Student Portal, so applicants should check
this website frequently for information. (Application information for the first
semester will be posted around January, and for the second semester, will be
posted around July.)
